SCRIPTURE LESSONS

Old Testament Lesson Joel 2:12-19

“Right now,” says the LORD, “return to Me with all your hearts, with fasting,
weeping, and mourning.” Tear your hearts and not your clothes, and turn to the
LORD your God because He is gracious, merciful, slow to get angry, full of
kindness, and relents from disaster. Who knows - He may relent and leave behind
Him a blessing — gifts of food and drink for the LORD your God? Blow the horn in
Zion, order a holy fast, call a solemn meeting. Gather the people, sanctify the
congregation, get the elders together, gather the little children, even those who
are nursing. Have the bridegroom leave his room, and the bride her chamber.
Have the priests, the LORD's servants, weep between the porch and the altar.
Have them say: “Spare Your people, LORD, and don't let Your inheritance be
disgraced and mocked among the nations. Why should any of the nations ask,
'Where is their God?"” Then the LORD was zealous for His country and took pity
on His people. The LORD answered His people: “Now I'm sending you fresh grain,
new wine, and olive oil, until you are satisfied. And | will no longer let you be a
disgrace among the nations.”

Epistle Lesson 2 Corinthians 5:20b-6:10

Therefore we are ambassadors for Christ. God is pleading through us. We ask
you for Christ, “Be reunited with God.” God made Him Who did not know sin to
be sin for us, so that in Him we would have the righteousness of God.

As men who are working with God we plead with you: Don't let God's grace be
wasted on you. He says:

with the weapons of righteousness in the right hand and the left; when we're



honored or dishonored, blamed or praised. Treated as deceivers, we are honest;
as unknown, we are well known; as dying, and you see, we go on living, as
corrected but not killed; as sad, we're always glad; as beggars, we're making many
rich; as having nothing, we really have everything.
